3. Is the letter that we have as the book of Jude the letter he wanted to write? Why or why not?

4. Why is the presence of false teachers such an important issue?

5. What are Jude's readers to do for themselves in the face of false teachers (v. 21)? How are they to do this (vv. 20-21)?

6. What are Jude's readers to do for each other in the face of false teachers (vv. 22-23)?

7. What is the confidence that we have in contending for the faith, contending for our hearts, and contending for each other (vv. 24-25)?

Post-Sermon Study Questions

1. What is a specific way in which I can contend for the faith?

2. What is a specific way in which I can “build [myself] up in [my] most holy faith”?

3. What is a specific way in which I can grow in “praying in the Holy Spirit”?

4. What is a specific way in which I can “wait for the mercy of Jesus Christ that leads to eternal life”?

5. What are specific ways I can contend for my fellow believers? How can I do this with gentleness and fear, despising sin and having mercy on my brothers and sisters?

6. Take a moment and thank God for his perfect grace that contends for and keeps us without fail.
